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SHABAD KEERTAN : AS AN ART OF MUSICAL INTERPRETATION

ABSRACT

As a sublime art music absorbs the mystery of human soul and also conveys to the ears.
Being a pure form of arts music has capacity to express the inexplicable emotions. It translate the
emotions through the sound of music and also unfold the effect of words. In the field of human arts
and spirituality music is not only the universal language but also a language of spiritual
communication.

In Sikh religion, Sikh Gurus communicate their divine message through music and being
the competent medium of spiritual communication, the complete Bani of Sri Guru Granth Sahib
has been compiled according to the specific musicological system.

Classification of Bani according to the different Raagas and styles of Bani with particular
indications help us for the communication through recital, musical presentations of Shabad
Keertan and philosophical contemplation Katha Vichaar.

Acentury old living tradition of Shabad Keertan has been developed as a comprehensive
system of music presentations by Sikh Gurus for the religious practice of Sikhism.

Sikh music tradition which have their own religious text as Bani, musicology as Raagas,
singing styles with prescribed methodology of application, specific instruments and particular
development history / history of development.

From the origin, Sikh musicians (Raagi, Rababi) and different schools of Sikh music are
actively engaged in the practice of Shabad Keertan with their original and traditional
distinctiveness which can be identified within the musical rendering, various trends, styles and
music compositions of these different schools.

Shabad Keertan presentation and creation of music composition according to the
prescription of compiled Bani is clear indication towards the methodology to compose the Bani for
Shabad Keertan. The traditional music compositions treasure of Sikh Raagis, Rababis which has
been written, recorded or learned through generation to generation is another source of
inspiration for the composers of Shabad Keertan. Unfortunately, the performer of present Keertan
are more influenced by the contemporary singing of Indian tradition whether it is Geet or Ghazal
manner. By this reason, they have lost their traditional richness of Classical and Folk origin. They
are not much aware and impressed by the music of their ancestors.

In Sikh music, this way, Shabad Keertan is an art of interpretation of Shabad which is also
Guru Eternal for the Sikhs. Musicological compilation of Sri Guru Granth Sahib, theory and
practical tradition of Shabad Keertan according to particular manner/style of Shabad Gayaki will
definitely help us to understand the hermeneutics of Sikh music.

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AN EXHILARATING EXPERIENCE

In ramkali m:5, bhalo bhalo re kirtaniya, guru ji has laid down
instructions for a kirtaniya to remember the importance of the shabad. There is
no doubt that kirtan endears the shabad to one's heart, but this depends on how
sweet and sublime the music is. Whether one uses the notes of the rag assigned to
the shabad by guru ji or one uses different notes; whether one sings in simple,
classical or folk style, it is the kirtaniya's mandate to entrench the shabad into the
devotee's heart. The devotee should get to hear, enjoy and understand the guru's
message. There is no point in getting carried away by the intricacies of the music
when the devotee often does not discern the shabad.

During my recent visit to Punjab, I had the good fortune of visiting Sri
Anandpur Sahib during the Hola Mohalla festival. (the visit was made possible
by the hospitable invitation of Dr. Jagir Singh ) It was an exhilarating
experience. One was truely touched by the Faith. The sangat was everywhere in
large numbers, infused with the spirit of Nam and Sewa. I paid obeisance at most
of the gurudwaras including Sri Kesgarh Sahib, Sis Ganj Sahib,and Anandgarh
Sahib. Following that I settled down to listening to kirtan. Sri Kesgarh Sahib was
the main stage for singing. The afternoon was assigned to dhadis the evening for
kirtaniyas. The stipulation for kirtan was that each shabad had to belong to rag
Basant, and had to be sung to the notes of Basant. The sangat was well served by
various different styles of singing. The akhand kirtaniya jatha sang their own
spirited version of kirtan sprinkled with sets of 'waheguru simran". The classical
professionals did kirtan with alaps and tanas. While other kirtaniyas sang simple
compositions in medium laay, endearing the shabad to the sangats' heart.

While in Anandpur Sahib, I visited the Gurmat Sangeet Academy and met
its principal, Prof. Kartar Singh. One has to marvel at the wealth of young
kirtaniyas being trained at this and other instituitions all over Punjab. Let us
hope they always remember the importance of the shabad, and that music is the
vehicle to sublime the shabad.
